Contemporary Lit Movie Rubric
(50 Points)

You will need to write an in-depth analysis comparing the book and movie of the same title. In your paper, you will open with a well-developed introduction explaining the purpose of the paper. Then you will need to compare the following four points:

· First you need to discuss the similarities and differences of the plot between the two formats. Be sure to note any changes in the story line that affect the development of the story and its outcome. Unless the book was written after the book was produced, it is highly unlikely that the two versions would be identical.

· Next, you must evaluate the main characters in both versions, especially noting differences in the way these characters were developed and how these differences affected your enjoyment of the story.

· Third, you also need to discuss which version of the story you liked better. Support your choice with relevant details. While it is true that you can watch a movie, which brings a new dynamic to your interpretation of the story and can add to your enjoyment of it, this alone is usually not grounds for determining the best version of the story.
· Finally, you need to discuss whether or not this movie should have ever been made. Please justify your reasons.

In addition to the above requirements, this paper must also have a cover sheet that clearly lists the name of the movie, the author, the year the movie was made, the director, the main characters and the actor selected to play each, the date you watched the movie, and the store from which you rented it. Be sure to look over the rubric to determine what I will be evaluating and edit your paper accordingly.
*Most good papers are 2-3 pages in length.

5. You have discussed whether or not the book merited a movie.

6. Your writing is clear and easy to understand. You paper flows smoothly from one paragraph to another. Paragraphs are well-developed with relevant details to support all claims.

7. The paper demonstrates excellent control of the written English language and follows the rules of correct grammar and usage.

8. Errors in spelling are avoided.

9. Errors in punctuation and capitalization are avoided.

10. Sentence fragments and run-on sentences are avoided.

11. Verb tenses are consistent.

12. This paper is typed following MLA style (4 points), typed (3 points), or hand-written neatly (1-2 points).

13. The cover sheet contains all the items listed. 
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
