e. Write at least two sentences where you use a participle to begin the sentence. Look for the verb in your own sentence and change it to a participle. You made need to combine your sentences to accomplish this.
f. Check your verb tenses. You need to be consistent.
g. This is a persuasive paper. Enhance your word choice by using very specific words: loaded or convincing words
h. Eliminate any dead or banned words.
